The Office of the Prime Minister’s Procurement Management Unit’s main objective is to conduct and manage of procurement activities of OPM from initiation of the procurement to the award of the procurement contract.

We further ensure that:  

a) proper procurement procedures are followed;
b) all time procurement deadlines are observed;

c) ensure that all procurement  bidding documents are completed and issued properly;
d) all communication with bidders is properly conducted.
e) Contract management of goods, works and services procured or disposed.
OPM BIDS
OPM procures certain good, works and services, and disposal of assets, letting and hiring of anything or the acquisition or granting of any right. 
WHERE TO FIND ADVERT OF BIDS IN OPM

Bids are advertised on OPM website and in the media (newspapers) through an Open Advertised Bidding.  Sometimes profiled companies are directly approached or invited by phone to bid for the required goods, works or services, (e.g. Direct procurement, Emergency, Small value Procurement, Restricted bidding).  
PURCHASING OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS
Bidding documents are charged depending on the procurement contract estimates.
IS THERE GUARANTEE OF RECEIVING BIDS WHEN REGISTERED ON OPM’S DATABASE?

All OPM bids are advertised nationally/internationally to ensure open and effective competition. Profiled companies on OPM database are only approached when it is not efficient or practical for the procurement in question to be advertised. 
PREFERNTIAL TREATMENT
OPM may at times grant the provision of preferential treatment in procurement as contemplated for in the Public Procurement Act, 2015 (Act No 15 of 2015).

PAYMENT OF SUPPLIERS

Suppliers are paid upon receipt of an invoice within 30 days period.
